Contract 

for the right to use a scientific work 

in the volume of materials of the I National Congress on human ecology, hygiene and environmental medicine with international participation "SYSINS READINGS-2020»

The author (co-authors)___(full name)_______________________________ , referred to henceforth, individually or collectively, "the Author" (co-authors), and the Federal State Budgetary Institution «Centre for Strategic Planning and Management of Biomedical Health Risks» of the Federal Medical Biological Agency (Centre for Strategic Planning of FMBA of Russia), hereinafter referred to as "Publisher", in the person of General Director Yudin Sergei Mikhailovich, acting on the basis of the Charter, have concluded the given contract as follows:

1. The subject of the contract
1. The author (Co-authours) grant(s) to the Publisher free of charge for the duration of copyright under the current legislation, non-exclusive license for the usage of scientific works created by the Author (Co-authors), hereinafter – theses with the title "___________________________________________________" (the title of the theses), approved by the Editorial Board and accepted for publication in Volume of the proceedings of the I National Congress on human ecology, hygiene and environment medicine with international participation "SYSIN READING – 2020" (hereinafter – Volume) within the limits provided for by the given Contract.

In accordance with p. 2 of enactment 1270 of the civil code of the Russian Federation and with the given Contract, the use of theses means:

- reproduction of the theses in Russian in any material form, including paper and electronic media in the Volume and/or databases of the Publisher and/or other persons at the discretion of the Publisher;

- distribution of the theses in the Volume and/or in the databases of the Publisher or other persons, at the discretion of the Publisher;

- making the abstracts available to the public in such a way that any person can access the Abstracts from any place and at any time of their own choice (making Them available to the public, including via the Internet);

2. The Author (Co-authors) guarantees that:

2.1. The theses constitute original work submitted for consideration only to this Publisher, and the Author (Co-Authors) has not previously published the materials of the theses in more than 50% of other printed and/or electronic publications, except for the publication of the preprint (manuscript) of theses;

2.2. The theses contain all references provided by the current copyright law to the cited authors and/or publications (materials), that the Author (Co-authors) obtained all necessary permissions for the results, facts and other borrowed materials used in the theses, the copyright holder of which is/are not the Author (Co-Authors);

2.3. Theses do not contain materials that are not subject to publication in the open press, in accordance with the current legislative acts of the Russian Federation, and their publication and distribution will not lead to the disclosure of secret (confidential) information (including state secret).

3. Rights and obligations of the Author (Co-authors):
3.1. The Author undertakes:

3.1.1. To submit the manuscript of Theses in accordance with the Rules for authors published on the Publisher's website.

3.1.2. In the process of theses preparation for publication:

- to make corrections to the text of theses specified by The editorial Board of the Volume and/or, if necessary, at the request of the Publisher, finalize the theses;

- not to object to making corrections of stylistic or spelling errors in the title and text of Theses;

- to make only the minimum of corrections to the proofreading of theses that is related to the need to correct errors made in the original theses and/or make factual and conjunctural changes.

3.1.3. Not to publish materials of the theses in the volume of more than 50% in other printed and / or electronic publications in Russian without the consent of the Publisher.

3.1.4. Not to use for commercial purposes and in other publications without the consent of the Publisher an electronic copy of the theses published by the Publisher in case of its handover to the Author.

3.2. The author (Co-authors) may:

3.2.1 Free of charge photocopy or transmit to colleagues a copy of the printed theses, in whole or in part, for their personal or professional use, for the promotion of academic or scientific researches or for information purposes of the employer.

3.2.3. Use materials from published theses in a book written by the Author (Co-authors).

3.2.4. Use individual figures or tables and text excerpts from the theses for their own training purposes or for inclusion in other work, or for submission in electronic format in an internal (secure) computer network or on an external website of the Author (Co-authors) or of his employer.

3.2.5. Include materials of Theses in educational volumes for use in the classroom, for free distribution of materials to students of the Author (Co-authors), or save materials in electronic format on a local server for students to access as a part of the course of study, as well as for internal training programs at the employer's institution.

4. The rights and obligations of the Publisher
4.1. The Publisher agrees:

4.1.1. At his own expense to provide technical editing of the theses, production of electronic layout. Reproduction in electronic form of the Volume with the Author's theses and its distribution in accordance with the terms of the given contract.

4.1.2. Provide the Author with an electronic file of theses after the publication thereof in the Volume, provided that the Author (Co-authors) stated email addresses.

4.2. The Publisher guarantees the right of inviolability and protection of theses from distortion, the current standard of printing works.

4.3. The Publisher has the right:

4.3.1. To publish preliminary and/or advertising information on the upcoming publication of Theses in mass media and other information sources. To establish the rules (conditions) for accepting and publishing the materials of the Volume. The editorial Board of the Volume has the exclusive right to select and/or reject materials sent to the Publisher for publication. If the theses are rejected from publication, the Publisher provides the Author with a reasoned response.

5. Other terms of the Contract
5.1. The given contract shall enter into force in the event and from the moment when the Editorial Board makes a decision to accept the theses for publication and is valid for the period stipulated in p. 1 of the given contract. If the theses are not accepted for publication or the Author (Co-authors) has withdrawn the manuscript at the stage of decision-making by the Editorial Board, the given contract does not enter into force. If the theses are not accepted for publication, the Publisher notifies the Author within 60 calendar days after their receipt to the Publisher, provided that the Author (Co-authors) supplied the Editorial office with contact phone numbers (addresses).

5.2. In accordance with enactment 1269 of the civil code of the Russian Federation, the Author (Co-authors) has the right to refuse from the previously made decision to publish (reproduce) theses (the right to review) subject to compensation to the Publisher for damages caused by such a decision. If the theses are published, the Author (Co-athors) is (are) also obliged to publicly notify about its withdrawal. In this case, the Author (Co-authors) has/have the right to withdraw from circulation the previously released materials of Theses, compensating for the losses caused thereby.

5.3. In case of claims to the publisher related to the violation of exclusive copyright and other intellectual property rights of the third parties when creating theses, or in connection with the conclusion of the given contract by the Author (Co-authors), the Author undertakes to:

- immediately, after receiving the Publisher's notification, take measures to resolve disputes with the third parties, if necessary to enter into legal proceedings on the Publisher's side and take all the possible actions to exclude the Publisher from the list of defendants;

- reimburse the Publisher for the incurred costs, expenses and losses caused by application of measures of providing the claim and the execution of the judgment and paid to the third party the amounts for violation of exclusive copyright and other intellectual property rights, and other damages incurred by Publisher in connection with the Author's (Coauthors') non-compliance of the guarantees provided by them under the given Contract.

5.4. The Parties confirm that the Contract is considered concluded both by exchanging documents executed on paper and sealed and signed by the Parties, and by sending an electronic document signed with an electronic digital signature or scanned copy, a photo of the document in PDF, JPG, JPEG, etc., sent by the Parties to the email addresses specified in section 6.
